DORSET ARTS AND CRAFTS

It saddens me to think where our lacemakers are hiding their work! And for what purpose they
are keeping it if not to show others and in doing so promote our craft (see the Constitution).
Many years ago The Portman Building Society sponsored us with a trophy, The Portman
Building Society Challenge Cup, and for a few years the lucky holder was given a small pottery
owl to keep, this trophy was not awarded this year.

PBLC donated the very beautiful Royal Doulton figurine “Dorothy” at some expense to Circle
funds hoping of course to encourage our members to participate in the Dorset Arts and Crafts,
which for many years has been strong. This year our entry as a fellowship has been
disappointing and | had very little pleasure in winning the trophy. Only 5 members entered this
year and only because Dorothy Watson put in 3 pieces did the entries amount to 7. It was
merely because Dorothy took along a display for the show that any mark at all was made in the
lace category. We have some superb lacemakers in Dorset and if they had found the energy to
enter their work “Dorothy” would not have come my way.



On a positive note | feel that | could help your confidence to present your work for an exhibition
and as the skills of the lacemaker are not in question it appears to me that presentation is the
name of the game.

So, if you think a day next year might be of help, | would have a workshop. Somehow over the
years | have been successful in gaining the Pitt Rivers Cup, the Portman twice and Dorothy
three times so might have a trick or two.
