A notice stating that the event is covered through the Lace Guild insurance is displayed at
every meeting and workshop, but this does not cover loss of personal property or any
personal lace that you have taken to display. Items of lace submitted for demonstrations,
exhibitions, meetings etc. have to be listed, valued and advised to the Lace Guild at least
one month prior to the event in order to be covered by the insurance. The excess payable
on all insurance claims is now £250. The Lace Guild is not able to offer cover for the theft
of exhibits unless the theft follows a forcible and violent entry to the exhibition building.
