ACE LACERS

We started Ace Lacers
after completing the 4
year Bobbin Lace
Techniques Course with
Ann and Dorothy in
1999. Having learnt
many techniques and
being asked to design
all our course pieces
ourselves we were
reluctant to let all this
new found knowledge
go to waste. So we
decided to meet
monthly for a day to
develop and expand
our technical know how, to create contemporary designs and occasionally to bend the
rules. We plan our meetings to include separate mini projects or larger combined pieces,
and sometimes we are working towards competitions or exhibitions.

Our first large project was an entry for the Lace Guild competition 'Dreaming Dreams'.
Everyone worked a different part of the 3D project — a unicorn in a glade of dreams with a
waterfall and garlands of ivy mounted in a box frame for which we won the group entry
section.

We were asked in 2004 to take part in Dorset Art Weeks, a biannual open studio event
with countywide advertising. We couldn't let this opportunity of showing modern lace to a
wider audience pass. Many visitors came, were surprised by the variety of lacework on
show, and commented on the colours and large scale threads used. We sold some
pieces, amongst them necklaces, pictures, coasters and cards made with samples of lace.
Twice we took part in Dorset Art Weeks and three times we exhibited with the East Dorset
Group of Artists in the intervening years, always a most enjoyable occasion being an
accepted part of a group of artists. We only stopped when it just got too expensive for us
to participate.

Tactile Textiles was another project where each of us produced a small 3D panel in
prescribed colours, for an selected exhibition at the Red House Museum, Christchurch,
organised for blind and partially sighted people to explore textiles by touch.

This year we are entering two different projects. The 'cascades’ were worked towards an
EDGA exhibition, the one pricking made up in shades of blue with beads and special
threads added. The second being a picture of a selection of floral shoes with the ironic
title 'These shoes are made for walking'.

My thanks go to Valerie, Sheila and Margaret for helping
on Sunday and Jenny and June on Monday.

LACE TRAVELS AND SURPRISES

As some of you may know, | belong to the 98 Lace Group as well as PBLC, and usually
over Easter we spend a few weeks in Switzerland. This year we combined our visit with
delivering some large scale 3D lace work to a German Bobbin Lace Guild contact who
took them on to Hindelang for this year's Kongress. That all sounded pretty straight
forward until we came to finalise the date and place for the handover. When we wanted to
travel Barbara wouldn't be at home in Stuttgart, but would be in Leiden NL for a Textile
Festival, where she was exhibiting three of her pictures, a collaboration of acrylic painting
and lace. We couldn't leave earlier and travelling later would make our break too short for
everything we had planned.

The textile festival sounded too good to be missed when we got onto their website. So not
only did we deliver the lace, we had a wonderful two whole days in Leiden too, a typical
Dutch town with many canals. The main exhibition was in a large disused church in the
centre of the town, where different textile crafts had large enough areas to stage



interesting exhibitions. The weavers had produced
a thin booklet in colour of all their displayed work
which | loved and bought for my daughter. Later |
changed my mind and just let her have a really
good long look at it. In the felting corner there were
some unique jackets and hats for sale and the
embroiderers had both an interesting traditional
display and some outlandish pieces, canvas
stitchers had included exquisitely worked pieces
into large scale collars and one display consisted of
individualised director's chairs. From the ceiling
hung large intricately pleated fabric sculptures. The
Dutch lacemakers' display was eye catching with
not too much lace cleverly integrated going a long
way. Throughout the town there were shops and
other venues also displaying textiles. We must
have walked miles, but thoroughly enjoyed it all.

The weekend after Easter we drove to Hindelang
on the German Alpine Road, beautiful scenery and
tight bends up the inclines. The Kongress opens
on Friday 12 noon until 6pm, Saturdays they're
open all day, 9am-6pm!!! and Sunday 9am-12
noon, so there is always plenty of time to study the
exhibits closely and you are allowed to take
photographs of everything. So much planning
goes into these gatherings. Two years ahead they
start to think of the overall theme, asking people to
contribute or make special pieces for the main
exhibition and plan the book to go with it. This
year's theme was 'Lace in Space'. We had to
clarify that title, as we would call it ‘3D lace’, or
‘Lace in a space', nothing to do with stars, satellites
and the like. Two ladies had come to London for
the day in 2008 and liked what we showed in the
98 Lace Group's tenth anniversary exhibition and
asked us to take part in their Kongress. It took

them a week to set up the different areas,
many using their holidays and husbands’
helping too. | call that dedication to bobbin
lace!! Two large sports halls were filled to
bursting with suppliers from Germany and
surrounding countries, a veritable treasure
trove.

The main exhibition was staged in a large
church centre. The tables were covered and
surrounded with brown wrapping paper which
unified the room, and the exhibits had lots of
space around them. Themes varied from large
scale trees, using the same basic pattern, linen
thread and strips of net curtaining, with extras
added by the individual lacemakers, hung from
a large framework, a piece made from fibre



optics, lace sails displayed with incorporated umbrella spokes, a dainty circular bag made
with wire, wire lace in felted cups and wire leaves enclosed in glass vessels just to
mention a few. Real feathers and lacy ones hung on fine invisible thread floated in a
frame and had been used on the fliers given out last year. The whole stage was covered
with mobiles, another 3D theme.

In the town hall all three floors were used mainly to display work produced during last
year's courses. That's always a treat — they show such inspiring exercises from which
many other pieces develop. 'Flanders lace in an unusual context' was one of last year's
congress courses — this year some finished work was shown. Another series of courses
developed into inter connected 3D architectural pieces. Exercises and experiments with
one changed thread, (thickness, colour) show more possibilities for textural work.

Last year the Deutscher Kloeppelverband
received an invitation to exhibit in Vamberk,
Czech Republic, later this summer. As the
Czechs always incorporate a fashion show, the
Germans asked if they could stage one also.
Having been given the 'go-ahead' they
organised a workshop to develop their ideas.
Using this year's competition theme 'Drei
Ecke(n)', 'Triangles' or 'three corners’, the brief
was to make large independent pieces of lace
which could be worn over a black outfit and
would show well from a distance. To show
them only once in the Czech Republic seemed
a shame, so they got a husband to make the
over thirty wooden stands painted black to
hang the pieces from, showing them as an
additional exhibition at this year's congress and
stage the fashion show on Saturday evening
after a speech by the Mayor, the
announcement of the competition winners and
a local music group's performance.. It certainly
was a success. They had used bold and
textured threads and wire, incorporated
feathers, raffia, beads, chop sticks and scoobidoo plastic tubes.

And | will mention another exhibitor, a Frenchman with his pictures of lace made, mounted
onto card, then cut into squares and reassembled into interesting collages. | know it hurts
some of you to read this, but the results were well worth it.
